Relevance of Nineteenth Century Reforms and Today:  A series of important development took place between 1750 and 1900 that were to influence the system of justice in England in the future.  These included:   
1. The introduction of police in 1829

2. The use of prisons as the major punishment for serious crime

3. The idea that criminals could be reformed

4. The abolition of capital punishment except for treason and murder.  
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
